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PER CURIAM.

The petition for writ of certiorari is denied on the merits.  See Crockett v.

Singletary, 723 So. 2d 911 (Fla. 1st DCA 1999) (alleged failure to properly award

credit pursuant to Tripp v. State, 622 So. 2d 941 (Fla. 1993), is properly remediable

by motion pursuant to Florida Rule of Criminal Procedure 3.800).
