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PER CURIAM.

We conclude that the order of the Judge of Compensation Claims being
appealed herein is nonfinal and nonappealable, and therefore dismiss the appeal for
lack of jurisdiction. Because any error in the interlocutory ruling at issue can be
adequately remedied on appeal, we decline appellants’ suggestion that we undertake
certiorari review.

APPEAL DISMISSED.
